BYLAWS of the Society of Mayflower Descendants in the State of Illinois

ARTICLE II

MEMBERSHIP

Section 4. Junior Associates

(a)  A lineal descendant (under the age of 18 years) of a member of the Illinois Society, present or past, may apply to become a Junior Associate.  The Junior Associate category terminates on the individual’s 18th birthday. The Junior Associate applicant must be related to his/her sponsor in the Illinois Society by blood through the line through which such member was approved by the General Society of Mayflower Descendants.

(b) The Member who sponsors a Junior Associate applicant shall request and           

complete an application obtained from the Junior Associate Secretary. This application must be returned with two copies of the applicant’s legal birth certificate and the required Junior Associate fee*.

(c)   A Junior Associate of the Illinois Society within a period of one year from his/her 18th birthday, wishing to complete an application for membership to be approved by the Historian General, may request a Preliminary Application form from the Membership Secretary. All normal requirements and procedures for membership must be fulfilled except the payment of the Application Fee is waived at this time.

(d) Junior Life Membership A Junior may be elected to Life membership upon approval of the individual’s Lineage Papers (application) and supporting documentation by the State Historian and the Historian General in accordance with the established procedures for membership as stated in these Bylaws. At this time, the General Society does not accept membership of individuals under the age of 18 unless a Life Membership is paid, so the Illinois Society must conform to this procedure.
